Definition:  Your Call is the ongoing promptings of God’s Spirit, confirmed through Scripture, intellect, the church, and experience that communicate this truth: “these are your roles in God’s mission in this season of your life.”

2.  The Story of Your Story

Exodus 3:10 
So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.” 

Excuse #1:  I have a history.  

 11 But Moses said to God, “Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh and bring the Israelites out of Egypt?” 

 12 And God said, “I will be with you. 
Excuse #2:  I don’t know enough.  

 13 Moses said to God, “Suppose I go to the Israelites and say to them, ‘The God of your fathers has sent me to you,’ and they ask me, ‘What is his name?’ Then what shall I tell them?” 

 14 God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: ‘I AM has sent me to you.’” 

Excuse #3:  What if people oppose me?  

 1 Moses answered, “What if they do not believe me or listen to me and say, ‘The LORD did not appear to you’?” 

Excuse #4:  I don’t have the skills.  

 10 Moses said to the LORD, “Pardon your servant, Lord. I have never been eloquent, neither in the past nor since you have spoken to your servant. I am slow of speech and tongue.” 

 11 The LORD said to him, “Who gave human beings their mouths? Who makes them deaf or mute? Who gives them sight or makes them blind? Is it not I, the LORD? 12 Now go; I will help you speak and will teach you what to say.”
